COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This course is a survey of program and activity planning for Infants and Toddlers in child care programs, emphasizing curriculum and good practice specific to infants, toddlers and two-year old children.
COURSE OBJECTIVES:

Upon successful completion of this course, students will. . .

· Examine current trends, theories and research regarding Infant/Toddler curriculum and development in various child care settings
· Analyze methods of implementing quality Infant/Toddler curriculum

· Observe and record behavior of Infants and Toddler, and use this data to develop individualized curriculum

· Plan and implement individualized curriculum for Infants/Toddlers and two-year olds, including children with disabilities and other special needs
· Analyze skills and personal characteristics necessary to successfully supervise infants and toddlers and relate these skills to the California infant and toddler learning and development program guidelines and foundations


· Evaluate inclusive environments for infants and toddlers in early intervention and child care settings using the infant toddler environment rating scale- Revised (ITERS-R), licensing regulations and other guidelines for inclusive environments

· Examine communication methods and techniques for working with children, parents and staff including individuals with special needs

· Analyze infant/toddler curriculum philosophy and develop personal philosophy for an infant/toddler program using current resources and guidelines

STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES:


· Students will demonstrate ability to recognize and describe typical age-appropriate behavior of infants and toddlers.  Using a developmental assessment tool from the course, students will observe one infant or toddler and record his/her behavior in each area of development; physical, social./emotional, cognitive and language.  Students will write a report clearly describing factual observations of children using terms from the assessment tool and examples of behavior to support statements.

· Students will create age-appropriate curriculum for infants and toddlers by designing a flexible schedule and creating activities in each area of development (i.e., language: create a book or sing a song) according to the individual needs of the child.  The students will clearly write schedules and activity plans that meet guidelines set by the program for infants and toddler care (PITC) and the California Department of Education.
· Students will develop a philosophy of working with infants and toddlers.  Given California licensing regulations and national quality care standards for infant and toddler childcare, students will gather information related to high quality infant and toddler programs and clearly write a philosophy statement that agrees with components of national quality care and California childcare licensing standards for infants and toddlers

STUDENT RESPONSIBILITIES:

Reading Assignments:  

· Chapter reading assignments are essential for successful completion of this course.  All class lectures and discussions will be provided to expand and compliment all reading assignments.

Attendance:  

· Eligible students must be identified on the official CD 186 SBVC campus roster prior to class lecture start time on September 1, 2010 in order to participate in the Fall 2010 semester course.  

· Students are expected to attend and participate in all class meetings. Class sessions will include, lecture materials, discussions, activities, class participation, and video presentations.  All readings, assignments, and lecture dates are provided to keep students updated on all information regarding the course to assist students with preparation and successful completion of the Fall course assignments and exams.  

· Class sessions will begin and end on time.  Punctuality is important; therefore attendance will be taken at the beginning of each class session.  It is the student’s responsibility to acquire all class materials for any missed class time.

· Makeup exams will be provided in an emergency situation that is authorized by the Instructor and supportive documentation by the student’s physician.  Fifteen points will be deducted from the overall exam score received.   

· Absence on presentation dates provided on the syllabus will be recorded as a zero grade for the assignment.
